As soon as Jesus heard the news, he went off by himself in a boat to a remote 
area to be alone. But the crowds saw where he was headed and followed by 
land from many villages. 

So when Jesus came out of the wilderness, a vast crowd was waiting for him, 
and he pitied them and healed their sick.
