The Death of Saul and Jonathan

Now the Philistines were fighting against Israel. The men of Israel fled from the
Philistines and many of them fell dead on Mount Gilboa. The Philistines stayed
right on the heels of Saul and his sons. They struck down Saul’s sons Jonathan,
Abinadab, and Malki-Shua. Saul himself was in the thick of the battle; the
archers spotted him and wounded him severely. Saul said to his armor bearer,
“Draw your sword and stab me with it! Otherwise these uncircumcised people
will come, stab me, and torture me.” But his armor bearer refused to do it,
because he was very afraid. So Saul took his sword and fell on it. When his
armor bearer saw that Saul was dead, he also fell on his own sword and died
with him. So Saul, his three sons, his armor bearer, and all his men died
together that day.

Saul and Jonathan’s Eulogy

Then David chanted this lament over Saul and his son Jonathan. (He gave
instructions that the people of Judah should be taught “The Bow.” Indeed, it is
written down in the Book of Yashar.) The beauty of Israel lies slain on your high
places! How the mighty have fallen! Don'’t report it in Gath, don’t spread the
news in the streets of Ashkelon, or the daughters of the Philistines will rejoice,
the daughters of the uncircumcised will celebrate! O mountains of Gilboa, may
there be no dew or rain on you, nor fields of grain offerings! For it was there
that the shield of warriors was defiled; the shield of Saul lies neglected without
oil. From the blood of the slain, from the fat of warriors, the bow of Jonathan
was not turned away. The sword of Saul never returned empty. Saul and
Jonathan were greatly loved during their lives, and not even in their deaths
were they separated. They were swifter than eagles, stronger than lions. O
daughters of Israel, weep over Saul, who clothed you in scarlet as well as
jewelry, who put gold jewelry on your clothes. How the warriors have fallen in
the midst of battle! Jonathan lies slain on your high places!




[ grieve over you, my brother Jonathan! You were very dear to me. Your love
was more special to me than the love of women. How the warriors have fallen!
The weapons of war are destroyed!

David Anointed King By All of Israel

He[GOD] chose David, his servant, and took him from the sheepfolds. He took
him away from following the mother sheep, and made him the shepherd of
Jacob, his people, and of Israel, his chosen nation. David cared for them with
pure motives; he led them with skill.

All the tribes of Israel came to David at Hebron saying, “Look, we are your very
flesh and blood! In the past, when Saul was our king, you were the real leader
in Israel. The LORD said to you, ‘You will shepherd my people Israel; you will
rule over Israel.”” When all the leaders of Israel came to the king at Hebron,
King David made an agreement with them in Hebron before the LORD. They
designated David as king over Israel. David was thirty years old when he
began to reign and he reigned for forty years. In Hebron he reigned over Judah
for seven years and six months, and in Jerusalem he reigned for thirty-three
years over all Israel and Judah.
